4.   PERIOPERATIVE MORTALITY REVIEW COMMITTEE ESTABLISHMENT 
The Ministry of Health formed a working group to advise on the establishment of a National Perioperative Mortality Review Committee (NPMRC).  Professor Alan Merry chaired this group.  Drs Leona Wilson, Vaughan Laurenson and Tony Williams were also involved.  This group developed the Terms of Reference for the NPMRC and also the definition of ‘perioperative’.  The group’s recommendations have been submitted to the Minister of Health

5. DHBNZ SAFE AND QUALITY USE OF MEDICINES GROUP – ‘LOOK-ALIKE AND SOUND-ALIKE MEDICINES’ WORKSHOP
Representatives from ANZCA and JFICM attended this workshop.  Prof Alan Merry was one of the guest speakers.  There were representatives of many national bodies, including DHBNZ, ACC, Pharmac, Medsafe and the pharmaceutical and pharmacy organizations.  The issues of safety concerns were outlined, especially the problems of labelling on injectable medicines.  Medsafe suggested that a central agency with a proactive approach was needed and suggested convening a group of experts to consider the risks for any new product. 
The tone of the meeting from ANZCA’s perspective was that Medsafe should be the central agency to lead this and who should take responsibility to move this forward.  The problem of labelling being an international problem, therefore hard to solve at a NZ level, was challenged on the basis that NZ has successfully implemented Pharmac ways of funding against the norm o/s, so the question posed was why can't this be done with labelling.  NZ could show the way to the rest of the world."
